Contract about the assignment of rights of use of the works of Captain William B. Robertson

This contract is concluded by 

Maria Maloney

Heir and owner of copyrights of all works of William B. Robertson

(from here: Copyright Owner)

and 

Mr. Vadim Klopov

(from here: Licensee)

Well understood that Mr. Klopov is acting in the interest of the persons united in the Ron’s Orgs of the Community of Independent states, as they are lacking a common legal entity.

§ 1 Applicable Law

This contract is subject to German Law, particularly the regulations of the Ur​heberrechtsgesetz (UrhG) (Copyright Act). 

§ 2 Subject of contract

The contract covers the following works of Mr. Robertson:

A) Confidential Materials

· Tech Briefings 4, 7-14

· Super Static C/S Course (SSC/S) and appertaining materials

· Upper Level Review Course (ULR) and appertaining materials

B) Non-confidential materials

· Tech Briefings 1-3, 5, 6

· Admin Briefings 1-4

· Sector 9 book

· Teegeeack book

§ 3 Purpose of contract

By this contract it shall be ensured 

a) that the technology developped by Mr. Robertson can disseminated further,

b) that this dissemination is done only by persons qualified for it

c) that the non-confidential writings of Mr. Robertson will always be available to the Russian-speaking public

Both parties agree and engage to cooperate for the achievement of these purposes.

§ 4 Contents of the assigned rights

The Copyright Owner assigns to the Licensee a non-exclusive, revocable and transferable license for the translation of above confidential and non-confidential materials into the Russian language and dissemination of the translated versions with the only conditions:

a) That copies of the above confidential materials may only be given or sold to persons which have the necessary level of technical training - as per the conditions set by Mr. Robertson - and only for the purpose of using and teaching these materials to other persons which have the necessary technical level;

b) That the translations these materials provide no alteration of the contents;

c) That as to the translating and dissemination of the licensed materials the licensee acts in close co-operation and agreement with the Ron’s Orgs of the CIS or the body they may establish for such purposes.

§ 5 Sub-licenses

Sub-licenses may be assigned to others under following conditions:

a) That sub-licenses regarding the confidential materials may assigned only to persons which have completed the SSC/S or the ULR successfully; 

b) That the sub-licensee agrees and engages to make the above confidential materials available only for persons which are qualified for it as per the conditions set by Mr. Robertson; 

c) Furthermore that the sub-licensee agrees and engages to see that these persons study the above materials properly and thoroughly and understand them, so that they will apply them properly, unaltered and in accordance with the will of the author. 

d) Finally that the sub-licensee agrees and engages to see that such persons will not distribute confidential materials made available to them to others, neither as whole nor in parts.

§ 6 Revocation

The Copyright Owner can revoke the rights assigned if the user violates the contract regulations even after warning more than insignificantly and a procedure as per § 7 didn’t remedy the situation. Sub-licenses assigned by the licensee to others are not affected by this. The Copyright owner has also the right to revoke assigned rights from sub-licensees which violate the contract regulations even after warning more than insignificantly and a procedure as described under § 7 didn’t remedy the situation.

§ 7 Clause of settlement

a) Should there be disagreement between the parties on the regulations of this contract or the exercise of a right out of this contract, they have to convene a commission of settlement. This commission should consist of three persons one of which are nominated by the disagreeing parties. The third person is nominated by these two commission members. All members of the commission must be SS C/S graduates, one must be ULR graduate. If necessary they may get advise by a lawyer.

b) The commission strives to get at the facts necessary for a decision as fast as possible and to work out a proposal for settlement. If necessary they can work out several proposals.

c) The work of the commission is terminated when one party states that the settlement has failed finally. This may be done not before the first proposal for settlement, but in every case 2 months from the convening of the commission. Only then one of the parties may appeal to a civil court.

§ 8 Valuable Consideration

The licensee pays the copyright owner the a sum deemed by him an appropriate share of the net gain from selling materials under the license agreement.

§ 9 Discharging clause

The licensee discharges the Copyright Owner from any claims of third parties which they may acquire because of illegal actions from the side of the licensee or sub-licensees.
