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CASE PROGRESS SHEET

The Case Progress Sheet is a sheet which details the Levels of Processing and Training the Pc has achieved while moving up the Grade Chart.

It also lists Incidental Rundowns and Set-up Actions the Pc has had.

The Sheet gives at a glance the Pc’s progress to OT.

IT DOES NOT CONSTITUTE THE PC PROGRAM AND NOT ALL THE ITEMS ON THIS SHEET NEED NECESSARILY BE RUN ON THE PC.

USE OF SHEET

The Progress Sheet as issued in BPL 14 Sept 71RA (revised 28 July 75) is stapled to the inside of the front cover of the folder by Tech Services (HGC Admin).

The form is originally filled in by the FESer, C/S or Auditor – whoever makes a full and careful study of all the Pc’s folders.

Things the Pc has achieved falsely are marked in red. Things the Pc made from the bottom walking an honest road are marked in green.

(Seeing the whole Training Cycle Half of the Sheet continue blank means more ignorance and trouble for the Pc in making his gains stable.)

KEEPING THE SHEET UP TO DATE

The Form is kept up to date by the Auditor as the actions are completed and attested to.
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
