
PROBLEM INTENSIVE

STANDARD

a) TWC: Ask him for all bigger changes in his life. (note all down, including reads)

b) TWC: When did pc newly join any religious group? (including SCN)

c) TWC: When did pc start going to Church again?

d) TWC: When did pc subscribe to a fad?

e) TWC: When did pc begin dieting?

f) TWC: When did pc leave a job?

g) TWC: When did pc have to take a rest?

h) TWC: When is the time the pc noticed a body difficulty?

i) TWC: When did the pc decide to go away?

j) TWC: Whom did the pc decide to leave when?

k) TWC: When did pc decide to start being educated in some new line?

l) TWC: When did pc’s physical body change characteristics?

m) TWC: When did pc collapse?

n) TWC: When did pc start a new life?

o) TWC: When did pc stop going to parties?

p) TWC: Who has pc never seen again?

q) TWC: What does pc now consider his or her major life change?

r) TWC: When did a somatic start?

s) TWC: When did a chronic illness start?

1. 
Get the date of the best reading points above. Pay attention to self-determined changes.

2. 
Ask him what was the preceding problem? (Get the problem, not the fact. Sweating hands e.g. is a fact.) 

3. 
Ask him what problem was before, let him find the confusion. "What was the confusion in your life immediately before that?" or "What confusion was in your life?" (TWC that with him, let him really find it and date it, with pc’s help, not by meter.) 

4. 
Predate this date one month, get a "name" of this Date, I mean get a date which is real to him. Don’t just take 3 May 1978 if he has no idea when that was, it may be something like "since the my birthday 1978", or "since the December I met Irina", something which is really real, and you have to find something which is around one month before the prior confusion. 

5. 
Prepcheck it. (Ask the button "Since ... did you suppress anything?" “… did you not-is anything?" etc. Run every button, don’t check for read for the button. 

Do a good assessment, I don’t care if you discuss 3 hours to get the self-determined change, but you have to find it. Really TWC it. Get in good comm. High ARC but no Q&A, you want what you want. Discuss his life but get the change. Get in comm with him and ask him, what was when, etc. Do not ask stereotype "Tell me about self-determined changes."
